ConserVClean is fully insured and uses specialist cleaning and
roof access equipment that can extend the life of a
conservatory. The system also helps to prevent potential leaks
and algae growth and ensures that the conservatory continues
to enhance the property and the lifestyle of its owner.
“Conservatories cost on average about the same price as a
family car,” says Michael.

“Proud car owners wash and wax their vehicles and spend
hundreds of pounds a year in maintaining them. But you only
keep a car two or three years, and you lose money on it.

“A conservatory costs thousands too, but it will last a lot longer
than a car, and it's an excellent investment if it is properly
maintained. It's only common sense to keep it properly
cleaned.”

Michael says that West Cumbria has two things - wet weather
and seagulls - in abundance, and both of them can contribute
to the decay of a conservatory.

If conservatories are not maintained, they become dirty and
green algae grows on them.

“If algae is growing, it is feeding on something - possibly the
rubber seals,” he says.

“It could also grow in key joints, and if it's left untreated, leaks
may start to appear and the value of the conservatory will begin
to drop if expensive repairs are not performed. This need not
happen if the conservatory is regularly cleaned.”

Michael says that powerwashers and normal cleaning brushes
are not an option for cleaning conservatories as power washers
will damage seals and normal brushes will scratch
polycarbonate roofs, making good homes for dirt.
ConserVClean uses a low-pressure, detergent-free system
which is safe for plants and animals to obtain the very best
results.

“For a fraction of the annual cost of maintaining a car,
ConserVClean provides a cleaning service that will leave a
conservatory clean and help prevent maintenance problems,
thus prolonging its life and value,” he says.

“If people are trying to sell their house they will usually have it
looking immaculate but can be let down by the appearance of
their conservatory, which could potentially lose a sale.”

Get your licence applications in now

PUBS, clubs, restaurants and
takeaway businesses throughout
Allerdale are being urged to apply
for an essential new licence before
August 6 ..... or face losing
permission to trade.

The new Premises and Personal
Licence comes into effect later this

year, probably November, in an
attempt to streamline the licensing
process. It will replace six separate
licences currently administered by
different organisations or local
government departments.

Over 1,000 establishments in
Allerdale will need to apply for the

licence before August 6 with the
threat of prosecution if businesses
fail to do so.

Centre of attention
for the jOb seekers

THE Job Shop opened in March
to help local people find work as
a result of the £70 million
rebuild of Workington’s town
centre.

When the town centre is
complete, there will be an
estimated 750 retail jobs
created. Job seekers, school
leavers and people looking for a
career change can take
advantage of these positions.

The centre, located in St John’s
Precinct, is part of the Routes To
Work project.

Routes To Work offers
workshops that teach skills such
as customer service and effective
communication and helps local
unemployed residents to find
work. It is a joint initiative
between Allerdale Borough
Council, Rathbone Training and
Development and Derwent and
Solway Housing Association.

Julie Wedgwood, Routes To
Work Manager, said: “The
scheme has links with
Debenhams, where anyone
recommended by Routes To
Work is guaranteed an
interview. We’re hoping to reach
similar agreements with other
retailers.”

Up to the end of May over
1,000 people had visited the job
shop which is open between
10am and 2pm every Wednesday

Giving the old town a new facelift

ANOTHER scheme, which is
designed to complement the major
redevelopment of the town centre,
is ‘Workington Facelift: The Final
Frontage’.

This scheme, which began in April
and runs until March 2007, gives
financial assistance towards
improvements to the frontages of
buildings.

Work can include new signage,
re-painting and re-rendering of
shop fronts and replacement of
windows and doors.

Grants are available for eligible
commercial and community

properties in the streets alongside

the Washington Square

redevelopment, of up to £2000 at

a grant rate of 50%.

Assistance is also available for
properties located close to the
centre of Workington, but not
situated directly alongside the
redevelopment zone.

At the end of this
period the compost heap has
decreased by 40 per cent less as
the moisture within it has
evaporated with the heat.”

Alco aims to be able to sell
the compost back to the public
this summer, once it is licensed
and accredited.

There will then be an extra
part to the process as the
compost will have to be filtered
for any remaining small pieces
of glass or rubbish to be
removed so that it is safe for
the public to use.

Complaints are responded to through advice and
investigation and if a nuisance is established a legal notice can be served requiring action to be taken. The target
for responding to complaints is five working days, which is monitored by customer surveys.
